Patrick Dumont, Governor

Patrick Dumont became the Dallas Mavericks governor and representative to the NBA Board of Governors on Dec. 27, 2023, after the Adelson-
Dumont family purchased the majority controlling interest in the franchise from Mark Cuban. This marked the first change of ownership for the team
since Cuban bought the team from Ross Perot Jr. on Jan. 4, 2000.

After serving in a variety of positions since joining Las Vegas Sands in June 2010, Patrick has served as President and Chief Operating
Officer since January 2021. He is also a member of the company’s Board of Directors.

Throughout his tenure, Patrick has been instrumental in successfully leading key financial and business initiatives for the company. With more than 25
years of experience in finance, corporate strategy and management, he has a proven track record in designing and executing financial and business
strategies that maximize company performance, empower employees and provide support to the local community.

Dumont earned a Bachelor of Science in Mechanical Engineering from Johns Hopkins University and a Master of Business Administration from
Columbia Business School. Dumont hails from Brooklyn, New York, and resides in Las Vegas, Nevada.

Cynt Marshall, Chief Executive Officer

Cynt Marshall has been a dynamic force for inclusion and diversity within the Mavericks organization and over a 36-year career at AT&T. When Cynt
was hired as the CEO of the Mavs in March 2018, she set her sights on a culture transformation. Her vision was for the Mavericks organization to
become the NBA standard for inclusion and diversity. Cynt brought transparency, trust and her values-based leadership style that evolved the
company culture in her first 100 days. The Dallas Mavericks have twice received the NBA's Inclusion Leadership award.

Prior to her joining the Mavs, Cynt founded Marshalling Resources, a consulting firm specializing in Leadership, Diversity & Inclusion, Culture
Transformation and overall optimization of people resources. Upon the company naming its first Chief Inclusion Officer in June 2017, Cynt worked
with The Dow Chemical Company to develop and implement a strategy for institutionalizing an inclusive culture. Dow was named to DiversityInc’s Top
50 listin 2018 and every year since, claiming the number 7 spot in 2023. The company is also now recognized on Fortune’s Great Place to Work lists.

Cynt's notoriety began many years ago as a young Officer at AT&T and grew exponentially when she served as Senior Vice President — Human
Resources & Chief Diversity Officer at AT&T. There she was responsible for identifying and developing leaders, aligning employees with the
company’s vision and priorities, overseeing major business unit HR support, developing and executing the company’s diversity, equity and inclusion
strategy and skills transformation initiatives. Cynt led the team that created a world class Diversity and Inclusion culture, landing AT&T in the top 3 on
Diversity Inc’'s 2017 Top 50 list of companies. She also spearheaded the work that for the first time placed AT&T on Fortune’s 100 Best Companies to Work For list in 2017, one of only two
Fortune 50 companies.

Before her SVP-Human Resources and Chief Diversity Office roles, Cynt served as President-AT&T North Carolina where she became the first African-American chair of the North Carolina
State Chamber of Commerce. Prior to her North Carolina appointment, Cynt held a variety of executive line and staff, technical and non-technical positions at AT&T and its predecessor
companies.

Widely recognized for her visionary leadership and ability to get things done Cynt is the recipient of several honors and awards, including the 2022 Dallas Holocaust and Human Rights
Upstander award. In 2021, Forbes named Cynt one of 15 of the world’s most inspiring female leaders, Dallas WISE (Women In Sports and Events) honored her with the inaugural Women of
Inspiration award, The Women'’s Forum of New York bestowed the Elly award, and Texas Women’s University recognized Cynt with the Virginia Chandler Dyke Leadership award. Cynt
received the 2020 Girl Scouts of America Lifetime Achievement award and was touted as one of Adweek’s 30 Most Powerful Women in Sports. In 2019, Cynt was honored with the Women of
Power Legacy Award by Black Enterprise and was the recipient of the National ATHENA® Leadership Program Award. This annual award is presented by chambers of commerce, women’s
organizations and universities worldwide. In 2017, Cynt was honored by The Network Journal as one of the 25 Most Influential Women in Business and was honored with the ATHENA®
Leadership Program Award by the Dallas Regional Chamber, which recognizes exceptional women who excel in their careers, contribute to their communities and develop women leaders. In
March 2020 and several times prior, Cynt was selected as one of the “50 Most Powerful Women in Corporate America” by Black Enterprise magazine and named to Ebony magazine’s 2016
“Power 100" list. In 2014, industry analysts and members of the press conferred on Cynt the HR Executive of the Year - Best in Biz Award. For her efforts on behalf of the people of North
Carolina, in 2013 Cynt received the prestigious Leadership North Carolina Governor's Award, which honors just one citizen each year for lifetime achievements.

Cynt graduated from the University of California-Berkeley with degrees in Business Administration and Human Resources Management and holds four honorary Doctorate degrees. She also
earned a Diversity and Inclusion Certificate from Cornell University. Cynt has chaired a variety of non-profit boards and currently serves on the board of Dallas CASA (chair), Dallas Regional
Chamber, Texas Women'’s Foundation, Texas 2036, T.D. Jakes Foundation, Executive Leadership Council (ELC), and is a member of the University of California at Berkeley Board of Visitors
and the International Women’s Forum. She is also on the corporate Board of Directors of BGSF Staffing, JELD-WEN, Chime Financial, Inc. and Yahoo. Cynt is the co-founder of the National
Utilities Diversity Council (NUDC), the California Emerging Technology Fund (CETF) and Pro Sports Assembly.

Cynt's first book, You've Been Chosen, was released in September 2022 and was nominated for an NAACP Image award. She grew up in Richmond, California and lives in Dallas, Texas.
Cynt and her husband, Kenneth Marshall, have four adult children.

Nico Harrison, General Manager

Nico Harrison was named general manager of the Dallas Mavericks on June 28, 2021. In his first season leading the Mavs, the team posted a 52-30
record and advanced to the 2022 Western Conference Finals. The Mavericks have posted two seasons with at least 50 wins in Harrison's three years
as GM (52 in 2021-22, 50 in 2023-24). Harrison also made an immediate impact on the job by orchestrating the signing of Luka ¢ to his rookie
supermax extension in August of 2021, a record-setting deal. At the trade deadline during the 2023-24 season, he brought in Daniel Gafford and PJ
Washington Jr. to the team, and Dallas finished the season with a 21-9 record (.700) after those acquisitions, claiming the fifth division title in team
history, and the fifth seed in the 2024 Western Conference Playoffs.

Harrison joined the Mavericks after spending 19 years at Nike, where he most recently held the title of Vice President of North America Basketball
Operations. In his role, Harrison supervised Nike’s basketball brand managers and worked closely with many of the brand’s star players, including
Hall of Famers Kobe Bryant and Michael Jordan.

Prior to joining Nike in 2002, Harrison played professional basketball in Belgium for over seven years.

Harrison spent his final three collegiate seasons at Montana State University after transferring from Army West Point. He was a three-time, first team
All-Big Sky selection and eclipsed 1,000 points in his three years at MSU. As a senior in 1995-96, Harrison led the Bobcats to a berth in the NCAA Tournament.

The Spokane, Washington, native was also named an Academic All-American and a two-time winner of the Arthur Ashe Jr. Scholar-Athlete Award during his career at MSU. He was inducted
into the Bobcat Athletics Hall of Fame in 2015.

Jason Kidd, Head Coach

Jason Kidd is in his third season as head coach of the Dallas Mavericks. In his first season as head coach, he led the Mavs to a 52-30 record and an
appearance in the 2022 Western Conference Finals. Kidd was also named the Western Conference Coach of the Month for games played in
March/April of 2022 after closing out the season with a 16-5 record in those months. His team has posted two seasons with at least 50 wins in his
three seasons as head coach (50 in 2021-22 and 52 in 2023-24).

Kidd, who was inducted to the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 2018, was named the 10th head coach in Mavericks history on June 28,
2021. He is in his third stint in Dallas after spending eight of his 19 seasons as a player with the team and helping the Mavericks to the 2011 NBA title.

Kidd joined the Mavericks after most recently serving two seasons as an assistant coach with the Los Angeles Lakers, where he was part of the
franchise’s 2020 NBA championship season.

Kidd's coaching career began in 2013 when he helmed the Brooklyn Nets for one season. He is the third person since the NBA-ABA merger (1976) to
become a head coach in the season after he retired as a player. As a rookie head coach, Kidd eared a pair of Eastern Conference Coach of the
Month awards (January and March), leading the Nets to 44-38 record and an appearance in the Eastern Conference Semifinals.

On July 1, 2014, Kidd became the head coach of the Milwaukee Bucks in a transaction that sent two second round draft picks to Brooklyn (2015, 2019). He became the first coach in NBA
history to lead two teams to the postseason in his first two seasons after helping the Bucks to a 41-41 record and improving on their 15-win season from a year earlier. Kidd finished third in
NBA Coach of the Year voting following the 2014-15 season.

In three-plus seasons with Milwaukee, Kidd amassed a 139-152 record and appeared in the playoffs twice before parting ways with the franchise midway through the 2017-18 season.

Kidd was drafted second overall by the Mavericks in 1994 NBA Draft and spent two-and-a-half seasons in Dallas before being traded to Phoenix during the 1996-97 campaign. He shared
Rookie of the Year honors with Grant Hill after averaging 11.7 points, 5.4 rebounds and 7.7 assists in his first season.

Kidd returned to Dallas from New Jersey in an eight-player trade in February 2008. Following the trade, Kidd teamed up with former Mavericks superstar Dirk Nowitzki and together they led
the Mavericks to the 2011 NBA title, defeating Miami 4-2 to bring the Larry O'Brien Trophy to DFW.

He averaged 12.6 points, 6.3 rebounds, 8.7 assists and 1.9 steals in 1,391 games (1,350 starts) with Dallas, Phoenix, New Jersey and New York. In 500 games with Dallas (all starts), he
averaged 10.5 points, 5.5 rebounds, 8.4 assists 1.9 steals and 34.6 minutes.

Kidd’s 12,091 career assists and 2,684 career steals are the second-most in NBA history behind John Stockton. His 107 career triple-doubles represent the fourth-most in NBA history. Kidd
was a 10-time NBA All-Star, five-time All-NBA First Team selection and four-time All-Defensive First Team pick.

Kidd played two seasons at the University of California. The Oakland, California, native led the Golden Bears to consecutive appearances in the NCAA Tournament and, as a sophomore, was
an All-American and the Pac-10 Player of the Year. He also won two Olympic gold medals as a member of Team USA (2000, 2008).
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Sean Sweeney, Assistant Coach

Sean Sweeney joined the Dallas Mavericks as an assistant coach in July 2021. Prior to coming to Dallas, Sweeney spent three seasons as an
assistant coach with the Detroit Pistons and four seasons as an assistant coach with the Milwaukee Bucks.

Sweeney’s NBA career began with Brooklyn Nets where he started as video coordinator before being named assistant coach in advance of the
2013-14 season. Sweeney previously worked with head coach Jason Kidd in both Milwaukee and Brooklyn.

Sweeney served as video coordinator for the University of Northern lowa and was the director of basketball operations at the University of Evansville.
He also held assistant coaching positions at the Anoka Ramsey Community College (Cambridge, MN) and the Academy of Art University in San
Francisco.

The Saint Paul, Minnesota, native played one season at the University of Wisconsin-Green Bay before transferring home to the University of St.
Thomas (Saint Paul) where he was a three-year starter and earned all-conference honors as a senior in 2005-06.

Jared Dudley, Assistant Coach

season earlier.

Jared Dudley enters his second season as an assistant coach with the Dallas Mavericks. He transitioned to an assistant coaching role with the
Mavericks ahead of the 2021-22 season directly following a 14-season NBA career. He spent the last two seasons of his playing career with the L.A.
Lakers, where he was a part of the team that won the 2020 NBA title.

Dudley played for Charlotte (2007-08), Phoenix (2008-13, 2016-18), the L.A. Clippers (2013-14), Milwaukee (2014-15), Washington (2015-16),
Brooklyn (2018-19) and the Lakers (2019-21). He was selected 22nd overall by the Bobcats in the 2007 NBA Draft.

The San Diego native owns career averages of 7.3 points, 3.2 rebounds, 1.2 assists and 22.3 minutes in 904 games (286 starts). Dudley was a
member of six playoff teams, playing in 44 postseason games (two starts) and averaging 4.2 points, 1.8 rebounds and 1.1 assists with the Suns,
Clippers, Bucks, Nets and Lakers.

Dudley was a four-year starter at Boston College and averaged 15.9 points, 7.2 rebounds, 3.0 assists and 1.4 steals in 36.4 minutes over 130 games
for the Eagles. As a senior, he was the ACC Player of the Year, Second Team All-America and All-ACC First Team. Dudley garnered Big East Most
Improved Player and All-Big East First Team honors following his sophomore season after being selected to the Big East All-Freshman Team a

Dudley and his wife, Christina, have three children, Jaylin, Justus and Jolee.

Alex Jensen, Assistant Coach

Alex Jensen joined the Dallas Mavericks as an assistant coach in July 2023. Prior to coming to Dallas, Jensen spent 10 years as an assistant coach
with the Utah Jazz since 2013-14. His coaching career began with Saint Louis University (2007-2011), and from there he went on to the Canton
Charge, where he was the 2013 D-League Coach of the Year.

Jensen has also spent time as a court coach at the 2018 USA Men's National Team minicamp in advance of the 2018 FIBA World Cup and more
recently served as head coach of the 2022 USA Basketball AmeriCup team. He also has seven years of international experience as an assistant with
the German National Team.

Jensen enjoyed a seven-year professional career that saw him play internationally in Turkey, Spain, and Japan, A standout player at the University of
Utah, he helped the Utes to the 1998 NCAA National Championship where they fell to Kentucky.

Eric Hughes, Assistant Coach

Eric Hughes enters his first season with the Dallas Mavericks as an assistant coach. Previously, he served as an assistant coach for the Philadelphia
T6ers each of the last three seasons (2020-23), after being hired as a player development coach ahead of the 2019-20 campaign. Prior to
Philadelphia, Hughes held coaching roles with Milwaukee, Brooklyn and Toronto. Before his stint with the Raptors, Hughes worked as the Director of
Summer Player Development for Goodwin Sports Management in Seattle for five years (2002-07), creating workout programs and training NBA
players. He also served as the head coach at Spokane Community College in Spokane, Washington, during that time. Additionally, Hughes was as an
assistant at the University of Washington, as well as the University of California, Berkeley.

A 1989 graduate of California State University, East Bay, Hughes went on to receive a master's degree from lllinois State in 1991. A native of
Oakland, California, Hughes and his wife Kristin have two sons, Alexander James (AJ) and Ryan Christopher.
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Darrell Armstrong, Assistant Coach

Former Maverick Darrell Armstrong begins his 16th season as an assistant coach after joining Dallas midway through the 2008-09 campaign. For nine
summers, Armstrong was the top assistant coach of the Mavericks summer league teams that played in Orlando and Las Vegas.

Armstrong brings 16 years of NBA experience as a player to the bench as he assists with player development.

After going undrafted out of Fayetteville State, Armstrong played in the Global Basketball Association and the United States Basketball League as
well as in Cyprus and Spain. Armstrong was eventually signed as a free agent by the Orlando Magic, thus beginning a career that saw him play 14
seasons in the NBA with Orlando, New Orleans, Dallas, Indiana and New Jersey. He played in 840 NBA games and holds career averages of 9.2
points, 4.0 assists and 1.3 steals in 23.7 minutes per game. During his career, Armstrong earned both the NBA's Sixth Man Award and Most
Improved Player Award in 1999. He participated in the Slam Dunk Competition at the 1996 NBA All-Star Weekend and was a career 87.1 percent
shooter from the foul line. Armstrong was inducted into the Orlando Magic Hall of Fame in February 2020.

Armstrong was traded from New Orleans to Dallas on Dec. 3, 2004, in exchange for Dan Dickau. He played 114 games for the Mavericks until he was
traded to Indiana on June 24, 2006. A native of Gastonia, North Carolina, Armstrong has two daughters, Arkia and Mayliah, and one son, Darrell, Jr.

Josh Broghamer, Assistant Coach

Josh Broghamer joined the Dallas Mavericks as an assistant coach in August 2023. Before coming to Dallas, Broghamer worked for the Cleveland
Cavaliers from the 2018-19 season to the 2022-23 season as both director of scouting and player development. His other NBA experience includes
working for the Milwaukee Bucks under Mavs Head Coach Jason Kidd from 2014-15 to 2017-18 as video coordinator and an assistant coach.
Broghamer got his start in the NBA in the video room of the Phoenix Suns during the 2013-14 season. He also has coaching experience from working
the U16 USA Basketball camps and Adidas Euro Camp in Treviso, Italy.

Broghamer is from lowa City, lowa, and graduated from Northern lowa University in 2013. He resides in Dallas with his wife, Laurel and son, Lee.

Marko Mili¢, Assistant Coach

Marko Mili¢ joined the Dallas Mavericks as an assistant coach ahead of the 2022-23 season after spending time with the Basketball Federation of
Slovenia, including seven years on the coaching staff, a move that followed a decorated professional playing career.

Mili¢ was the first Slovenian player to be drafted into the NBA when the Philadelphia 76ers selected him in the second round (34th overall) of the 1997
NBA Draft. He was traded to Phoenix in November 1997 and spent two years with the Suns, playing in 44 regular-season games and two playoff
games before transitioning back overseas. His professional playing career spanned 21 seasons from 1994 to 2015, and he played in seven different
countries (Slovenia, Turkey, Spain, Italy, France, Iran and Kuwait). Among his many accolades, Mili¢ won domestic and European cups with clubs
such as Real Madrid (Spain), Fenerbahce (Turkey) and Fortitudo Bologna (Italy). His No. 12 was retired by Union Olimpija in 2015, only the second
number to be retired by the team.

Upon the conclusion of his playing career, Mili¢ earned a FIBA Level 1 coaching license and proceeded to be a key member of the Basketball
Federation of Slovenia. He is currently head of the National Senior Team which won the European Championship in 2017 and reached the semifinals
of the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games. Mili¢ is also part of the NBA European Ambassador program, regularly coaching at youth camps across the
continent.

Mili¢ and his wife, Vesna, who is also an accomplished basketball professional at the international level, have three daughters.

God Shammgod, Assistant Coach

God Shammgod starts his seventh season as a player development coach for the Dallas Mavericks. Prior to joining team, Shammgod was a player
development coach at Providence College from 2012-15, where he worked with players such as Bryce Cotton and Kris Dunn.

In his role, Shammgod helps Mavericks players develop their basketball skills through various on-court drills and serves as an assistant coach on the
defensive side of the ball. He has also worked as an assistant coach on the Mavericks summer league teams.

Shammgod was selected after his sophomore season by the Washington Wizards in the second round (45th overall pick) of the 1997 NBA Draft. He
appeared in 20 games for the Wizards in 1997-98, before playing professionally in other leagues both domestically and overseas. His international
playing experience included stints in Poland, China, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait and Croatia. Shammgod earned league MVP honors twice while playing in
China.

A native of New York, Shammgod averaged 10.3 points, 6.6 assists, 2.0 rebounds, 2.0 steals and 32.5 minutes per game in his two seasons at
Providence. In his first year with the Friars, he set the Big East freshman assist record en route to being named to the Big East All-Rookie Team. As a
sophomore, he led the Friars to the 1997 Elite Eight, where they lost to eventual NCAA champion Arizona Wildcats in overtime.

Keith Veney, Assistant Coach

Keith Veney enters his first season with the Dallas Mavericks, joining the team from the Shot Doc Shooting Academy which he started in 2009 to train
NBA and WNBA players, along with holding camps and clinics across the world.

Prior to that he spent time with Nike from 2000-08. Veney played five seasons overseas in France, Iceland, Israel, Poland and Dominican Republic.
Veney played in the NBA Summer League with the Sacramento Kings and went to camp in 1999. He still holds the NCAA record for most 3-pointers
in a single game (15) and the most 3-pointers in a single game by a freshman (11) twice. He ended college holding the NCAA record for most 3-
pointers in a career (410), most games with double digit 3-pointers (6), and most 3-pointers in a season (135). Veney holds the European record for
most 3-pointers in a single game (12) in Iceland. He has trained players like Malcolm Brogdon, Caron Butler, and Steve Francis, among others.

50-WIN EXPERIENCE

The Mavericks won 16 of their last 20

games, going 16-2 (3/7/24-4/10/24) prior

to the final two games of the season in

which several starters were unavailable.
The 16-2 stretch marked the Mavericks’ best 18-game span
since the 2010-11 season when the team won the NBA
Championship.

The Dallas Mavericks qualified for the playoffs
for the fourth time in the last five seasons

and the 25th overall playoff appearance in the
franchise's 44-year history.

O-

The Mavericks have secured a playoff spot for the 19th
time in the last 24 years. Only Boston (20) and San Antonio
(19) have as many appearances in that span of time (since
2000-01). To garner a playoff spot, the team recorded their
50th win (at MIA, 4/10/24), marking the 16th 50-win season
in franchise history and Dallas’ second under Head Coach
Jason Kidd (52-20, 2021-22). Prior to Jason Kidd's tenure,
the Mavericks did not reach 50 wins in a season since six
years priorin 2014-15.

During that stretch of games, the Mavericks went on several
win streaks, going 4-0, 7-0 and 5-0 to capture the No. 5 seed
in the Western Conference and will face the Los Angeles
Clippers (51-31) in the first round. The team faces the
Clippers in the postseason for the third time in the past five
years, with the Clippers having the 2-0 series advantage
aginst Dallas in that span of time.

A SCORCHING START

In addition to the blistering end-of-the-season run the Dallas Mavericks had to secure a playoff spot, the team also began the year with one of the best starts in franchise
history. The team began the season with a 4-0 record, marking the first time since 2004-05 that Dallas won the first four games of a season, and went on to record a 8-2
start through the first 10 games of the season.

Game One: On Oct. 25,2023, Dallas faced the San Antonio Spurs in the season opener for the sixth time in franchise history. With a 126-119 victory, the Mavericks garnered
their first season-opening win since 2019 (vs. Washington; 10/23/19). In the win, Luka Doncic recorded a game-high 33-point triple-double, posting 33 points (13-25 FG, 3-11
3FG, 47 FT), 13 rebounds, 10 assists and two steals for his 57th career triple-double and the first triple-double in a season-opener in Mavericks history. Donci¢ joins Oscar
Robertson (10/21/1961; 10/15/1966) and Giannis Antetokoumpo (10/24/2019) as just the third player in NBA history to record a 30-point triple-double in a season opener.

In his rookie debut (vs. SAS, 10/25/23), center Dereck Lively Il posted 16 points (7-8 FG, 2-3 FT), 10 rebounds, one steal and one block for his first career double-double. His
16 points off of the bench is the most by a Mavericks rookie in their debut, beating the previous record of 11 points (Dale Ellis, 1983; Kevin Ollie, 1997; Jonathan Gibson,
2016). His double-double marked the 19th double-double by any NBA rookie coming off the bench in their first game. Lively’s 16 points and 10 rebounds marked just the
second time a player has recorded 15-or-more points and 10-or-more rebounds while shooting 85-percent-or-better in their NBA debut. Lively’s double-double against the
Spurs in the season opener (16 points, 10 rebounds) also marked the first by a Mavericks rookie coming off of the bench in their debut.

Game Two: In the home opener against the Brooklyn Nets, the Mavericks beat the Nets 125-120 in wake of Don€ic's 49 points, 10 rebounds and seven assists. Of his 49
points, he recorded 27 of them from 9-0f-14 shooting from behind the arc, setting a career-high for 3-pointers made in a game in his career. He made four 3-pointersin a
row in the fourth quarter, with the last of the four being a contested hook-shot 3-pointer that rang in off the backboard to secure the win. Doncic's 49 points, 10 rebounds
and seven assists mark his 14th game with 40-plus points, 10-plus rebounds and seven-plus assists, tying Kareem Abdul-Jabbar for seventh all-time in NBA history for most
games with that stat line (Oscar Robertson, 28; Elgin Baylor, Russell Westbrook, 24; James Harden, 22; Wilt Chamberlain, 19; Lebron James, 18; Elgin Baylor, 17; Kareen
Abdul-Jabbar, 14, per Elias).

Game Three: Against Memphis (10/30/23), the third game of the season, the Mavericks went 15-0f-26 (.578 3FG%) from behind the arc in the first half, tying a franchise
record for most 3-pointers made by the team in a half. In the game, Donci¢ recorded 35 points, 12 rebounds and 12 assists, becoming the first player in NBA history to
outright lead his respective team in points, rebounds and assists through the first three games of the season. He also joined Russell Westbrook (2016-17) and Oscar
Robertson (1961-62) as the only two players in NBA history to have recorded at least two 30-point triple-doubles in a team’s first three games of a season.

Game Four: With a win over Chicago (11/1/23), the Mavericks reached a 4-0 start to the season. The only better start the Mavericks have had in franchise history was in
2002-03 when the team went 14-0 in their first 14 games.

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DEADLINE DEALER

On June 28, 2021, General Manager Nico Harrison joined the Mavericks. Harrison joined the Mavericks after spending 19 years at Nike, where he most
recently held the title of Vice President of North America Basketball Operations.

Harrison re-tooled the roster in his first season, as the Mavericks entered the season with eight players (out of 17, including two-way’s) on the roster who
were not with the team at the end of last year's playoff run. Harrison made a deadline deal to acquire Spencer Dinwiddie and Davis Bertans in exchange
for Kristaps Porzingis in the most notable move of his tenure. He also signed Reggie Bullock, Sterling Brown and Frank Ntilikina in the offseason, an
added Marquese Chriss, Theo Pinson and Moses Wright to the roster by the end of the year after navigating through a season where 27 different players
played minutes for the Mavericks.

Last season, at the deadline, Harrison traded for Kyrie Irving and Markieff Morris in exchange for Dorian Finney-Smith, Spencer Dinwiddie, a 2029 first-
round pick and two second-round picks. Before the season started, Harrison drafted Jaden Hardy in the 2022 NBA Draft, the sole draft pick by the team
that draft. He signed Kemba Walker, JaVale McGee and Justin Holiday to contracts through preseason and in the regular season, making moves to
bolster the roster.

WASHINGTON AND GAFFORD

P.J. Washington Jr. was acquired by the Dallas Mavericks from the Charlotte
Hornets on February 8, 2024 at the NBA trade deadline alongside two second-round
" picks for Grant Williams, Seth Curry and a 2028 top-2 protected first-round pick.

Washington Jr., who played high school basketball at Lone Star High School in
Frisco, Texas, returns to Dallas after averaging 13.6 points, 5.3 rebounds and 2.2
assists through 44 games with the Hornets this season. He leaves Charlotte with
the franchise’s fifth-most 3-pointers (536) and fifth-most blocks in Hornets history
(295).

M Daniel Gafford was acquired by the Dallas Mavericks from the Washington Wizards
on February 8, 2023 at the NBA trade deadline in exchange for Richaun Holmes and
a 2024 first-round pick via the Oklahoma City Thunder.

-~ Gafford comes to the Mavericks after averaging 10.9 points, 8.0 rebounds,

1.5 assists, 1.0 steals and 2.2 blocks with the Wizards through 45 games (45
' starts) this season. At the time of the trade, Gafford is one of three players in the
NBA this season to average at least one steal and two blocks per game (Victor
Wembanyama, Anthony Davis). He had the seventh-highest blocks per game
average (2.2) in the NBA this season.

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AT THE BUZZER

Kyrie Irving hit a left-handed driving hook shot from 21 feet away from the basket to beat the Denver Nuggets, 107-105 (3/17/24). The shot came moments
after Luka Don€ic tied the game with a 30-foot 3-point make with 25 seconds left in the game.

Irving's shot was just his second career game-winning buzzer beater, the first being against Toronto (12/16/22). The shot came exactly a year from the day Maxi
Kleber converted a 3-pointer to beat the Los Angeles Lakers, 111-110 (3/17/23), in a shot that was assisted by Irving. Within the last six years, there have only
been three other game-winning buzzer beater in franchise history, including Kleber’s 3-pointer over the Lakers. The other two are Donc€i¢’s 3-pointer against
Boston to beat the Celtics 107-104 (11/6/21), and against the Grizzlies (4/14/21) after Grayson Allen missed two free throws to keep the scoreline
within two points, and Don¢i¢ converted a 3-point floater to win the game.

Within the last 10 years, there have only been two other game-winning buzzer beaters against a defending champion, Saddiq Bey’s shot against the
Warriors (1/4/23) and Dwyane Wade's make against the Warriors (2/27/19). Irving’s game-winning buzzer beater is the only game-winning buzzer beater
over a defending champion in franchise history as far back as data can track (1997-98).

X MARKS THE SPOT

With the Mavericks’ game against the Sacramento Kings (3/29/24)
tied 103-103 with 28.1 seconds left in the game, Danté Exum hit the
game hit a critical go-ahead 3-pointer to take the lead against the
Kings, 106-103.

Dallas would go on to win the game 107-103 after Luka Doncéi¢
missed the first of this two free throws but nailed his second to
make it a two-possession game with less than four seconds in the
game.

With his go-ahead 3-pointer against the Kings, Exum recorded the
first go-ahead or game-tying field goal of his career. Later in the
season, he notched his second of such shot after tying the game
with a buzzer-beating 3-pointer vs. HOU (3/31/24), 129-129. The
Mavericks went on to win the game 147-136, the team’s seventh
game this season with at least 140 points.

CLUTCH-TIME MAVERICKS

The Dallas Mavericks ended the season having been in 32 clutch situations this season. A “clutch” game in the NBA is defined by a game that is within a score
margin of five points within the last five minutes. Within such instances, the Mavericks have a 23-9 record in clutch games, the second-best record in such
situations in the league behind just the Los Angeles Lakers (24-9). The team has the fifth-best shooting percentage in clutch moments (47.5 FG%), the fourth-
best 3-point shooting percentage in clutch moments (36.8 3FG%) and the third-best free throw shooting percentage in the clutch (85.5).

On February 6, 2023, G Kyrie Irving was traded to the Mavericks from the Brooklyn Nets in exchange
for Dorian Finney-Smith, Spencer Dinwiddie, a 2029 first-round pick and a 2027 second-round pick
and a 2029 second round pick.

The addition of Irving added a different facet to the Mavericks. Last season, Irving led the league in
fourth quarter scoring, totaling 551 fourth-quarter points and averaged 9.3 points in the final frame.
This season in 2023-24, Irving is seventh in the league with a 7.3 average in the fourth quarter.

Against Houston (4/7/24), Irving recorded a Mavericks-high 48 points (15-25 FG, 3-8 3FG, 15-17
FT), seven rebounds and two assists. Of his 48 points, he notched a season-high 19 points in the
fourth quarter, the most points scored in the fourth quarter by a Mavericks player this season, while
spearheading the way for the Mavericks to record their tied-seventh-largest comeback in franchise
history.

In January, Irving recorded 44 points (15-26 FG, 6-10 3FG, 8-9 FT), four rebounds, 10 assists and two
steals against the New York Knicks (1/11/24) in a game where Don¢i¢ was absent.

His 44-point outing against the Knicks marked his second-most points recorded in a game as a
Mavericks player. His previous high was 41 points at ATL (4/2/23), a number he has since surpassed
three times with his 44 vs. NYC (1/11/24), 42 points vs. NOP (1/15/24) and 48 vs. HOU (4/7/24). His
44 and 42 points marked the first time he has recorded 40 points twice in a span of three games as
a Maverick.

Irving’s 44-point, 10-assist efforts against the Knicks (1/11/24) made him the second player in
Mavericks history to record at least 40 points and 10 assists in a game (Luka Dongi¢). Although
Donci¢ has done so many times, Irving is the only other player to do so with points and assists, and
the ninth player in franchise history to record a 40-point double-double overall.

ONE OF A KAI-ND

After recording 42 points vs. NOP (1/15/24), Irving notched a five-game streak of recording 30-or-more points, tied for the second-longest streak
of 30-plus-point games in his career (6-game streak, 1/19/23-1/28/23; 5-game streak, 3/14/19-3/23/19). He is one of seven players this season
to record at least a five-game streak of 30-plus points (Joel Embiid, Luka Donci¢, Trae Young, Kevin Durant, Shai Gilgeous-Alexander, Giannis
Antetokounmpo). Including Irving, only three players in Mavericks history has had at least five consecutive games with 30-or-more points, one of
which was Luka Don¢i¢ who extended a franchise-record with 11 consecutive games of 30-plus points (Mark Aguirre).

In the three-game span from Jan. 11, 2024 to Jan. 15, 2024, Irving totaled 119 points, tying his third-most points across any three-game span in
his career (119, 1/25/20-1/31/20; 125, 3/10/22-3/23/22; 132, 3/8/23-3/15/22). At the start of the new year, Irving recorded nine rebounds at UTA
(1/1/24), nine vs. POR (1/3/24) and nine vs. POR (1/5/24), marking the first time in his career he has recorded at least three consecutive games
with nine-or-more rebounds. In addition to the eight rebounds he recorded vs. MIN (1/7/24) and eight vs. MEM (1/9/24), Irving recorded eight-
plus rebounds in at least five consecutive games for the first time in his career.

Since joining the Mavericks in Feb. 2023 last season, Irving averaged 26.0 points through 78 games played, adding 5.0 rebounds and 5.4 assists.
In games he has appeared in, the Mavericks are 47-31. However, for stretches in January this season and four games last season, Irving was
without Dongéic¢ for 11 games. In games without Donéi¢, Irving averaged 30.0 points, 5.4 rebounds and 6.6 assist, and the Mavericks went 7-4 in
such games.

After playing against the reigning champions Denver Nuggets on March 17, Irving appeared in his 18th consecutive game, the longest streak of
games he has appeared in since 2016. He ended his streak of games played at 31 after missing the penultimate game of the season vs. DET
(4/12/24). Irving ended the season .003 field goal percentage away from his second career 50-40-90 season after he shot .497 FG%, .411 3FG,
.905 FT%.
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WORLD'S FINEST
Luka Dong¢i¢ and Kyrie Irving became just the third duo in NBA history to end the season recording at least 25 points, five rebounds and
five assists each. Donci¢ finished the season winning the first scoring title in Mavericks history with 33.9 points per game, while adding 9.2 rebounds

and 9.8 assists per game. Irving averaged 25.6 points, 5.0 rebounds and 5.2 assists. The only other duos who have done so in the same season are
Stephen Curry and Kevin Durant (2018, 2019) and James Harden and Russell Westbrook (2020).

The duo is the only pair in franchise history to record at least 25 points per game in the same season, having done so twice (2022-23; 2023-24). The only
pairs of teammates to average at least 20 points in the season are (Mark Aguirre, Rolando Blackman; Mark Aguirre, Adrian Dantley; Jim Jackson, Jamal
Mashburn; Michael Finley, Dirk Nowitzki; Luka Donci¢ and Kristaps Porzingis).

At MIL (11/18/23), Irving and Donéi¢ had 16 and 15 field goal makes, respectively, marking the second time in team history that two players have had
15-or-more field goal makes in the same game for the Mavericks (Mark Aguirre, Rolando Blackman, 1983-84). In the last five years, only five pairs of
teammates in the NBA have had at least 15 field goals in the same game.

With Irving's highest-scoring game as a Maverick vs. HOU (4/7/24) (48 points) and Donci¢’s near 35-point triple-double that game (37-9-12), the duo
combined for at least 35 points in the same for the fourth time as Mavericks, surpassing the duo of Mark Aguirre and Rolando Blackman for the most-
35-points-in-the-same-game instances.

Last season, the pair recorded 40 points vs. PHI (3/2/23), marking the first time in franchise history that Dallas had two 40-point scorers in the same
game. It marked just the third time in NBA history that two teammates have recorded at least 40 points and five assists in the same game in a non-
overtime game in either the regular season or playoffs. Irving in 2016 had such an instance with LeBron James after the pair both had 41 points and six
and seven assists, respectively (vs. GSW, 6/13/16).

THREAT FROM DEEP

The Dallas Mavericks finished third in the league this season in 3-pointers made with 1,197, shooting 1,197-for-3,242 for a .369 clip from behind the arc.
The team’s 1,197 3-pointers total for the season ranked for the second-most 3-pointers in a single season in franchise history (1,246, 2022-23).

The Mavericks are the second team in NBA history to record 15-or-more threes in a game for the first five games of the season, tied with the 2019-20
New Orleans Pelicans who also did so for the first five games of the season. After failing to make 15 3-pointers against the Charlotte Hornets (14,
11/5/23), the Mavericks have recorded 15-or-more threes in their following four games to make them the first team in NBA history to record 15-or-more
3-pointers in nine of a team’s first 10 games.

The Mavericks had two players shoot over 40.0% from behind the arc (min. 100 3FGA): Dante Exum and Kyrie Irving. Exum ranked second in the league
in 3FG% after shooting .491 from deep (min. 100 3FGA), only behind OKC's Aaron Wiggins (.492 3FG%). Of players who attempted more than 400
3-pointers this season, Irving ranked 10th overall with a .411 3-point percentage (.461, Grayson Allen; .442, Mike Conley; .429, CJ McCollum; .424, Sam
Hauser; .415, D’Angelo Russell; .414, Naz Reid; .413, Malik Beasley, .413, Paul George; .413, Kevin Durant).

With Don¢i¢ (284), Hardaway Jr. (211) and Irving (173), the Mavericks saw three players record at least 170 3-pointers in the same season for the first
time in franchise history, and the second time in franchise history that the team had three players record at least 150 3-pointers in the same season
(2022-23, Donéi¢, Hardaway Jr., Reggie Bullock). They are one of three teams this season to have at least three players with at least 170 3-pointers this
season (Atlanta; Boston).
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GAFF DOES NOT MISS

Daniel Gafford led the league in field goal percentage this season after making 348-0f-480 from the field for a .725 field goal percentage and recorded the
second-highest field goal percentage in franchise history (min. 400 FGA) (.726 FG%, Wilt Chamberlain, 1972-73).

With the Mavericks, Gafford went 145-0f-186 from the field for a .780 shooting percentage post-trade deadline. He and Dereck Lively Il became the first
pair of teammates to record a .725 field goal percentage in the same season in NBA history (min. 200 FGA), and Gafford becomes the second player in
NBA history to record at least a .725 FG% (min. 200 FGA) in multiple seasons (.732, 2022-23) (Mitchel Robinson).

Gafford and Rudy Gobert are the only players to have at least .693 field goal percentage through a season (min. 400 FGA) multiple times. Since joining the
league in 2019-20, only Robert Williams (.731) has a higher field goal percentage than Gafford (.731), although the former has attempted 735 less shots.

Since 2020-21, only Gafford, Gobert, Jakob Poeltl, Clint Capela, Jarrett Allen and Myles Turner have had four seasons with at least 75 blocks. This season,
Gafford has 153 blocks, the most blocks in a season in his career (prev. 99 blocks, 2022-23, 2021-22). He has the seventh-most blocks in the league this
season and becomes just the second Maverick to have 150-or-more blocks in a season (Shawn Bradley).

Gafford set a new record in the play-by-play era (1996-97) for most consecutive field goal makes in a row without a miss after hitting 33 straight field
goals, two away from tying Wilt Chamberlain’s record (35) for most consecutive field goal makes. His 33 straight field goal makes is the second-longest
in NBA history. Going 9-0f-9 from the field vs. CHI, his former team, Gafford recorded the most consecutive field goal makes in a game since the play-by-
play era (since 1996-97), surpassing Derrick Favors’ 22 straight makes in 2019-20 by finishing the game with 28 straight makes (7-7 FG vs. IND, 3/5/24;
5-5vs. MIA, 3/7/24;7-7 at DET, 3/9/24; 9-9 at CHI, 3/11/24) before later extending the total to 33.

Later in the season, Gafford set the second-longest consecutive field goal make streak in the play-by-play era (1996-97) after going 12-of-12 from the
field at CHA (4/9/24), which marked a franchise record for most field goals made in a game without a miss in franchise history (previous: Brandan
Wright, 10-10, at LAL 4/4/14). He had a 23 consecutive field goal make streak that ended with his second shot against DET (4/12/24) missing, becoming
the second-longest in the play-by-play era (His 33 streak). He is the only player in the play-by-play era to have multiple streaks of at least 20 FGM.

He is one of six players in NBA history to record back-to-back games with at least 15 points on 100-percent shooting (DeAndre Jordan; Boris Diaw;
Tyrone Hill; Foots Walker; Wilt Chamberlain), and the first player to do it since DeAndre Jordan in 2016 after going 9-of-9 at CHI (3/11/24) and 7-of-7 at
DET (3/9/24).

In his first game as a Maverick (vs. OKC, 2/10/24), Gafford recorded 19 points and nine rebounds, the second-most points coming off the bench in a
Mavericks debut (25, Christian Wood, 10/19/22). In his second game with Dallas (vs. WAS, 2/12/24), Gafford recorded 16 points, 17 rebounds, two
assists, two steals and five blocks for his third career 15-15 game. His five blocks and two steals made him the first Maverick in the last five years to
have at least five blocks and two steals. His 14 rebounds in the first half is a career-high and is the most by a Maverick in a half since 2018 (14 vs. LAC,
12/2/18, DeAndre Jordan).

LOOKING LIVELY, ROOK

Dereck Lively I1 led all rookies in field goal percentage (min. 200 FGA), and third amongst all
rookies in rebounds per game and blocks per game. His 77 blocks on the season is the third-most
in franchise history by a rookie (81, Sean Rooks; 79, Roy Tarpley), and he recorded 77 blocks with 20
less games played than Roy Tarpley and 17 games less than Sean Rooks.

Lively ended the season with the highest field goal percentage by any rookie in NBA history (min.
40 games played) after shooting .747 from the field in his first year. He had a streak of nine games
with a block to start his NBA career (10/25-11/12/23), becoming the only Mavericks rookie to
accomplish that feat. He is one of 20 players in NBA history to have a block in the first nine games
of their career since 1970-71.

With two instances of 20-plus points on .910 field goal percentage in the same season, Lively
became just the fifth rookie in NBA history to have multiple of such occasions in a season. He also
recorded 20 points (9-9 FG) and a career-high 16 rebounds and seven blocks vs. OKC (12/2/23),
becoming the first rookie in NBA history within the shot-clock era to record a 10-15 game on perfect
shooting from the field.

THERE'S MAGIC IN THE AIR

Luka Donéic¢ garnered a career-high and franchise-most 73 points in a 148-143 win over the Atlanta Hawks at State Farm Arena on January 26, 2024. In
a record-setting night, Doncic¢ tied for the fourth-most points scored in a game in NBA history, with only three other players recording 73-or-more points
(Wilt Chamberlain, Kobe Bryant and David Thompson). His 73 points was the most points recorded in a game this season and the most recorded in a
game since Kobe Bryant’s 81 in 2006.

+ Has produced a career-high 50 30-point efforts, breaking his own single-season
franchise record of 44 set in 2022-23.

Donci¢'s 73 points was one of 15 games with a player scoring 70-or-more points in NBA history and one of 11 games with the player doing so with a
70-point double-double. Only Don¢i¢ and Wilt Chamberlain have had at least one 73-plus point double-double in NBA history. With 73 points (25-33
FG, 8-13 3FG, 15-16 FT), 10 rebounds, seven assists and a steal, Donci¢ became the second player in NBA history to have multiple games with 60-plus
points, 10-plus rebounds and five-plus assists and the first in over 50 years (Elgin Baylor, 63-31-7 vs. PHW on 12/8/61; 64-17-8 vs. BOS, 11/8/59). His
seven assists marked the most assists in a 70-point effort in a non-overtime game (Donovan Mitchell, 71 points & 11 assists vs. CHI in overtime).

Missing just eight shots the entire night and going 25-for-33, Don¢ié recorded the most efficient 70-point game in NBA history with a .758 field goal
percentage. Only Wilt Chamberlain’s 66 points on 29-for-35 shooting (.829) and Karl Malone’s 61 points on 21-for-26 shooting (.808) are the 60-plus-
point efforts on higher efficiency than Don¢ic’s 73 points on 25-for-33 shooting (.758). There were only two efforts with at least 50 points in NBA history
with better efficiency where the player recorded at least 50 points and eight 3-pointers (50 points with 9 3-pointers, Kyrie Irving at CHA on 3/8/22; 50
points with 8 3-pointers, Jamal Murray at CLE on 2/19/21). With 33 field goal attempts, Don¢i¢ was the only player in NBA history to record at least 70
points with 33-or-fewer field goal attempts. Doncié¢’s 25 field goals made marked a new franchise-record, breaking Mark Aguirre’s record 21 field goals
made (at DEN, 3/24/84) that Don¢i¢ once tied in his 60-21-10 effort vs. NYK (21 FGM, 12/27/22).

At halftime, Don¢i¢ had 41 points (16-21 FG) against the Hawks, setting a new franchise record for points in a single half (previous: 34, Dirk Nowitzki,
2nd half, vs UTA 11/3/09). His 41-point half is the 15th 40-point half in the past 20-plus years in NBA history. His 16 field goals made is the third-most in
a half in NBA history (18, Kobe Bryant vs. TOR, 1/22/0; 17, Brandon Jennings vs. GS, 11/14/09), doing so with the third-highest efficiency (min. 15 FGM)
behind Kenneth Lofton Jr’s 15-for-18 (.833) shooting at OKC (4/9/23) and Brandon Jennings' 17-for-21 (.810) shooting vs. GS (11/14/09).

Donci¢ (73) and Josh Green (21) combined for 94 points between the two, tying Kobe Bryant (81) and Smush Parker (13) for the most combined points
by any two teammates in the last 40 years (94 points). They are tied for the third-most combined points by any two teammates in the last 60 years (98
points, 51, Kiki Vandeweghe & 47, Alex English vs. DET, 12/13/83; 95, 45, Mike Mitchell & 50, George Gervin vs. MIL, 3/6/82).
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TRIPLE-DONCIC
Luka Don¢i¢ has a franchise-best 77 triple-doubles, which are already more than every other current and former Maverick combined (40). Don¢i¢
recorded a league-high 17 triple-doubles in 2019-20, becoming the youngest player in NBA history (21 years, 168 days) to lead the league outright in the
category., becoming the franchise’s all-time leader. He set a single-season franchise record for most triple-doubles in a season with 21 in 2023-24. He
has missed a triple-double by 1 rebound or 1 assist on 29 occasions in his career (9 time this season).

Registered 35 points (11-22 FG, 6-12 3FG), 12 rebounds and 12 assists in 40
minutes vs. MEM (10/30/23), becoming the third player in league history to record
a 35-point triple-double within the first three games of the season...also became
the third player in NBA history to record two 30-point triple-doubles in the first three
games of a season (Robertson, Westbrook).

Registered 44 points (17-21 FG, 6-9 3FG, 4-4 FT), 6 rebounds and 6 assists in 32
minutes vs. LAC (11/10/23)...his 81.0% (17-21 FG) clip marked his highest career
FG% in a game.

Racked up 36 points (11-22 FG), 15 rebounds, 18 assists, 2 steals and 2 blocks in
46 minutes vs. OKC (12/2/23), recording the first such stat line in NBA history
(since steals and blocks were first recorded in 1973-74)...recorded his second
career 35-15-15 game and the 10th in NBA history...became just the second

Tallied 50 points (15-25 FG, 8-16 3FG, 12-12 FT), 6 rebounds, 15 assists, a
season-high-tying 4 steals and a season-best 3 blocks in the team’s 128-114 win
at PHX (12/25/23), becoming the first player in NBA history to record such a stat
line and the second player to record a 50-point game with 15-or-more assists
