CAVS QUICK FACTS

The Cavs enter Game 3 of the Eastern Conference Finals in Cleveland with a 19-4 (.826) record at home since January 23rd, which
marks the best home winning percentage in the NBA over that span. Cleveland is also 6-1 so far this postseason at home. With the
4-3 series win over Detroit in the 2nd Round, Cleveland advanced to the Eastern Conference Finals for the 9th time in team history. This
is also the first ever matchup between the Cavs and Knicks in the Eastern Conference Finals. Cleveland has won four series in team
history when trailing 0-2, including defeating Detroit 4-3 in the Eastern Conference Semifinals during this postseason. The Cavaliers have
won the Eastern Conference Finals in each of their last four appearances (2015-2018) and hold a record of 16-8 in the ECF over that
stretch since 2015, including a 9-1 record at home in their last 10 home games of an Eastern Conference Finals.

DONOVAN MITCHELL recorded a team-high 26 PTS, 4 REB and 1 BLK in 39 MIN in Game 2 at NYK on May 21st. It was his 9th game
this postseason with at least 25 PTS. In home playoff games this postseason, Mitchell is averaging 28.4 points, including scoring at least
30 PTS in 4 of the 7 games at Rocket Arena. He enters Game 3 with the highest scoring average (27.6 PPG) of any Cavalier in team
history in home games played at Rocket Arena (min 100 games). Mitchell also enters Game 3 against New York with the 7th-highest
scoring average in NBA postseason history (27.8 PPG in 79 G).

 
JAMES HARDEN finished with 18 PTS, 6 REB, 2 STL and 0 TO's in 32 MIN in Game 2 at NYK on May 21st. With his 2nd steal of the
game, Harden reached 311 career postseason steals, passing Kobe Bryant (310 STL) for the 6th-most STL in NBA postseason history.
Harden is 29-8 (.784) in his career all-time against the Knicks (regular and postseason), which is the 16th-highest winning percentage for
any player in NBA history against the Knicks (min 20 games played). For Harden, he is playing in his fifth career Conference Finals, going
to the Western Conference Finals twice with Oklahoma City (2011, 2012), twice with Houston (2015, 2018) and now once with Cleveland
(2026). At home this postseason (7 games), Harden is averaging 22.4 PPG, including 23-52 (.442) shooting from beyond the arc, 6.3
APG, 4.4 RPG and 2.85 SPG in 37.0 MPG. He has scored at least 20 PTS in 5 of the 7 Cavs home games this postseason. 

 
JARRETT ALLEN tallied his 13th career postseason double-double (third this postseason) with 13 PTS on 5-10 (.500) shooting from the
field, a team-high 10 REB, 2 BLK and 1 STL in 29 MIN in Game 2 at NYK on Thursday night. Allen has now recorded a BLK in 15-
straight postseason games, marking the 2nd-longest block streak in Cavs postseason history. It was also his 10th multi-block
game of this postseason. Allen has accumulated 29 blocked shots in his 15 games so far this postseason, which is T-4th-most BLK in a
single postseason by a Cavalier. Allen is averaging 1.81 BPG this postseason and Evan Mobley is averaging 1.94 BPG. They are the first
pair of Cavs teammates to be averaging at least 1.80 BPG in a postseason in team history. Allen is also shooting 77-123 (.626 FG%) so
far during this postseason. 

 
EVAN MOBLEY recorded 14 PTS (2 3FGM), 6 REB, 3 AST and 2 BLK in 37 MIN in Game 2 at NYK on May 21st. He has made at least
two three-pointers in 4 of his last 5 postseason games. His 9-straight multi-block games is the 2nd-longest streak of 2+ BLK in Cavs
postseason history. He has amassed 31 total BLK this postseason which is the 3rd-most BLK in a single Cavs postseason in team
history (Larry Nance had 46 BLK in 1992 and Timofey Mozgov had 36 in 2015). At home during this postseason, Mobley is averaging 18.0
PPG on 46-73 (.630) shooting from the field, including 9-20 (.450) from beyond the arc.
